March 2021 marks the 20th anniversary of the Climate Action Reserve! The Reserve was 
originally established in March 2001 as the California Climate Action Registry to develop GHG 
accounting protocols, provide inventory reporting registry services, and encourage and reward 
early actions to measure and reduce GHG emissions, as directed by California state legislation.

Following passage of the Global Warming Solutions Act in 2006, the Reserve built upon its 
knowledge and expertise in GHG accounting to develop a regulatory-quality program to 
quantify GHG emissions reductions from offset projects. Since then the Reserve has grown and 
expanded to cover new economic sectors, jurisdictions, and additional opportunities to 
develop, promote, and support innovative, credible market-based climate change solutions.
